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Suggested activities to assist preschool children in memorizing Scripture: 

1. Act out the Bible verse 

2. Draw a picture (this works well with the fruit of the Spirit in Galatians). 
3. When they begin writing, write out the verse in chalk on the sidewalk or on paper 

or on a window with special glass crayons. 
4. Sing the verse. 

5. Say the verse to one another while playing catch or hopping on one foot, etc.  

6. Select Scripture to memorize that is applicable to something the child is 

experiencing at the time (fear, disobedience, etc.) 
7. Purchase a spiral bound ring of notecards and write (or type up and print out 

stickers) a verse on each card.  Or, write the verses on large sticky notes and put 

them on the bathroom mirror to review while brushing teeth.  This helps the child 

learn to read and review the verses they have and are currently learning.
